OVERVIEW

Please carefully read this manual in its entirety before attempting the installa-
tion.

The PC10  keypad extender kit allows the keypad to be remotely mounted
from the inverter via a standard RJ45 cable. A 36 inch long cable is supplied with
the kit as standard, but other lengths are available on special order.

INSTALLATION PROCEDURE

REFERRING TO FIGURES 1 & 2

1. Power down the PC10 and carefully remove the keypad from the Inverter by
removing the two mounting screws. The screws will no longer be needed and
may be discarded.

2. Assemble the Retainer Clip (P/N 034-4823) to the RJ45 Coupler (P/N 034-
4824) in the bottom most groove to accommodate a 14 gauge (.075 in. thick)
to 12 gauge (.105 in. thick) panel or door. The upper groove will accommo-
date up to 8 gauge (.157 in. thick).

3. Position the keypad on the panel where it is to be mounted and cut out panel
in accordance with Fig. 1. (Make sure that there is sufficient space to
complete the assembly and that the distance between the Inverter and
the keypad is within the limits of the cable length.)

5. Place the bracket over the coupler assembly as shown and secure with the
two screws provided.

7. The inverter may now be powered up and checked.
